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POLICE SERVICES

Annual Public Safety Review

Chief of Police Services Barr provided a PowerPoint presentation on the Annual
Public Safety Review. He stated that the City of Laguna Niguel is ranked as the
11" safest City in the State of California according to the Safewise annual 50
Safest Cities in California report for 2015, making it amongst the top 2% of all
cities in California. He stated that Laguna Niguel saw an 18% increase in calls
for service from 2014 to 2015, and has seen a 33% increase in calls for service
since 2011. He stated that these increases are due in part to the expansion of
the Neighborhood and Business Watch programs, and to the continuing
promotion of the “If You See Something, Say Something” national campaign. He
noted that in spite of the increase in calls for service, average Priority 1 response
times decreased by 8% in 2015. He also indicated that there was a 33%
decrease in violent crimes from 2014 and an overall 9% decrease in total crimes
since 2012. He stated that Police Services and Emergency Management
continue to provide top quality programs, enforcement, and service to the
residents of Laguna Niguel, and that staff takes a vested and personal interest in
the safety and preparedness of the City's residents, which is evidenced by the
fact that Laguna Niguel continues to be one of the safest cities in California and
Orange County.

Discussion ensued.

City Manager Foster commented on the decrease in the dispatch-to-on-scene
response time for Priority 1 calls from 4:05 minutes in 2014 to 3:46 minutes in
2015. He complimented the Orange County Sheriff's Department and the City
Council for continuing to have an investment in public safety.

Council Member Minagar thanked Chief of Police Services Barr for doing a great
job.

Mayor Pro Tem Slusiewicz thanked Chief of Police Services Barr and his team
for an excellent report.

Council Member Gennawey commended Chief of Police Services Barr and his
team for doing a great job.

Council Member McCloskey commended Chief of Police Services Barr for being
a great leader.

Mayor Davies thanked Chief of Police Services Barr and his team for doing a
great job.
