What constitutes drunk driving?

You don’t have to be drunk to be guilty of DUl in
California. Under California law, DUl means either

e Driving while “under the influence” of alcohol
and/or drugs (legal or illegal), or

e Driving with a blood-alcohol level of 0.08% or
greater.

Possible consequences of 1st & 2nd convictions can
include fines and penalties as well as serious jail
time and possible alcohol related treatment pro-

grams.

Reacting to an Approaching Emergency Vehicle

—What to Do???

¢ On a multi lane highway, slow down, signal
& move to the right. Pull as close to the
right side of the roadway & stop when safe
to do so.

¢ Onaone ortwo lane road, signal & move to
the right. Pull as close to the right edge of
the road, clear of any intersection, & stop.

¢ Trafficin an intersection or approaching
from all directions must yield to an emer-
gency vehicle until it passes through the in-

tersection. Never block the intersection.
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Always remember...

Stay alert. Avoid distractions. Keep the noise

level down in your vehicle.

Use your signals to alert other drivers you in-
ten ver. Check your rear-view mirrors,

look in front & on b ides of your vehicle.

Do not drive on houlder on free-

ways. Wait for t vehicle(s) to
pass. Check to mak he way is clear and

signal before,merging back into traffic.

It is illegal to follow a fire vehicle or ambulance
responding to a call, within 300 feet.
